Kamilahis passionate about black
maternal mental health and, in 2020, she partnered with the Howard County, Maryland Library
System and author Faye McCray, an online exhibition and workshop, called Dear Mama, to
curate and provide informational healing on issues of Black Maternal Mortality and health
concerns and the mental health crisis among mothers of African descent in the United States.
