The Dean of the Graduate School is part of the Academic Affairs team with responsibility for all administrative areas of the Graduate School, and participates in overall governance of the College as a member of the President’s Council. The Graduate School Advisory Council includes business representatives from each professional sector in the Frederick region with interests in one or more of the seven Master’s programs offered by Hood College. The Graduate Council is the curricular and policy committee of the College, and is chaired by the Dean. 

External networking includes membership in the Maryland High Technology Council and its steering committee; representative to state-wide articulation committee for transfer agreements in two-year and four-year colleges; membership on the Biotechnology Subcommittee of the Chamber of Commerce; membership on the Economic and Community Development Committee for Frederick County; and, membership in national educational organizations including Council of Graduate Schools, American Association of Colleges and Universities, National Association for Women in Higher Education, and American Association for University Women.
